H I G H ASSESSMENTS.—The Cazenovia Repub­

lican demurs'to our statement, that it is of no 
great importance whether assessments of prop­
erty are high or low, provided they are equita­
ble, and urges all the assessors to make their 
rates at full value. .Gov. Robinson, who is fa­
miliar with the subject, expresses his opinion 
in Jus late Message, as follows : 

This extraordinary increase is of doubtful pro 
priety. It seems to be an effort to follow up­
ward the unnatural prices caused by tho cur­
rency inflation, at a time when the inflation has 
produced its inevitable disasters, and when 
pricesare rapidly falling nearer to actual values. 
The effecf of the increase is to render it Mincer-
taiu what amount'any specified, rate will pro­
duce. Instead, therefore, of levying specific 
rates for particular objects, which may produce 
too much or too little, it would be better to ap­
propriate the amounts required and fix a rate 
sufficient to cover them, so that, if there be a 
surplus, it shall remain in the treasury. 

The efforts of the assessors should be not so 
much to increase valuations as to produce a 
just and equitable distribution of the burdens 
of taxation among the people. When this 
point is gained it is of little importance whether 
the valuations are above or below what are 
called actual values. For inauy obvious rea­
sons it would be better that they should be be­
low rather than above.

D e a t h of C o m m o d o r e V a n d e r u i l t . 
CORNELIUS V A N D E K B I L T , who has for many 

years occupied a prominent place in the busi­
ness affairs of the country, died al his residence 
in New York last Thursday morning, in t h e ° 
S3d year of his age. For the past year he had 
been ailing with a complication of bodily in­
firmities, and since last April was confined to 
his room. The Journal of Commerce g ives the 
following sketch of his wonderfully successful" 
business career: 

He began at the age of 16 to lay the founda­
tions of the great fortune which he possessed 
iu after life, by running a small ferry-boat 
between Stateu Island and New York. He 
soon acquired other boat properly, and became 
captain of a steamboat running between this 
city and New Brunswick, his wife at tbe same 
time keeping a hotel al the latter place. In 
1824 he was in control of the line, and Iu 1827 
became lessee of the ferry between Elizabeth-
port and New York. For many years after­
ward he built boats and operated opposition 
lines on the Hudson and Delaware rivers and 
Long Island Sound. In 1851, having bought a 
controlling interest in the American Atlantic 
and Pacific Ship Canal Company, which pro­
jected an inter-oceanic canal, he established a 
steamship line between New York and San 
Francisco ; but, instead of a" canal, he made use 
oP the'natural opportunities for transit between 
Greytown and San Ju»n del Sur. la 1852 he 
established a branch line betweon New Orleans 
and Greytown. He visited Europe in 1853 in 
a steam yacht owned by himself; and, while 
he was abroad, he was thrown out of the man­
agement of the company by several prominent 
rival steamship owners. He immediately or­
ganized a new line between New York and 
Aspinwall, with connecting Bteamers on tbe 
Pacific side, in opposition to tbe Pacific Mail 
Steamship Company, and also in oppcei.tion to 
Morgan's New Orleans and Galveston line. 
These vigorous'measures soon compelled those 
who had succeeuSt'in ousting him from con­
trol of the Nicaragua route to accede to a com­
promise by which he was reinstated. Io 1855 
he established an independent line to Havre, 
which was fairly euccessful, but which was 
abandoned on the outbreak of the civil war, at 
which time the principal steamer of the line, 
the Vanderbilt, was presented to the Govern­
ment. In 1856 be received a handsome sum 
from the Pacific Mail Steamship Company, in ' 
consideration ofcthe withdrawal ot his opposi­
tion California line. He finally abaudoned all 
his steamship lines in 1804, his long and suc­
cessful career on the water having gained for 
him the popular title of " Commodore," and a 
fortune that was estimated to reach many mil­
lions. 

For many years previous to 1864 Mr. "Van­
derbilt had been interested in railroad stock, 
having beeu, as early as 1844, a large share­
holder in the New York and New Haven read, 
and having, in 1857, begun to buy up tbe stock 
of tbe Harlem.Railroad, which was then worth 
in the. market but a few cents on the dollar. 
He was elected president of the latter road In 
1863, and early in the following year success­
fully carried through thu celebrated " Harlem 
corner," by which many brokers in tbe street 
were ruined, and the stock, which, previous t o 
tbe formation of the corner, was selling a t 
aboui 70, was forced up to 200, and the shorts-
compelled to settle their contracts at that fig­
ure. Encouraged by the great success that 
bad attended this corner, Commodore Vander­
bilt commenced buying, tbe stock of tbe Hud: 
son Riyer Railroad, and in the fall of 1804 was 
elected a director to fill a vacancy, and In tb» 
following election, in 1865, was elected presi­
dent of the company. Under bis management 
the capital of the rosd was doubled, and tbe 
track relaid with steel rails. He bought St . 
John's Park for $1,000,000, and erected the* 
great freight depot now in use, In 1867 the 
Commodore began to be interested in tbe N e w 
York Centra] stock, and, soon acquiring a con­
trolling portion, procured bis election to the 
presidency. In the winter of 1868-69 tbe L e ­
gislature passed an act authorizing the consoli­
dation of the New York Central and the Hud­
son River companies, and Commodore Vander­
bilt was elected president, and his son, Will iam 
H., vice president. Under tbe management of 
the Vanderbilta numerous improvements were 
effected, steel rails, being laid, and the former 
track having quite recently been doubled so as 
to make a four-track road for the greater part 
of tbe line. Mr. Vanderbiit's ambition also 
reached out successfully to the Lake Shore 
and Michigan Southern Railroad, and In 1878, 
on the death of bis sou in-law, Horace F. Clark, 
who waa president of that company, be was
